Historical-Cultural Background: 

Primary Audience/Occasion/Purpose 

• Jewish Christians (first century) 

• Gospel of  Fulfillment of Old Testament 
revelation 

• Matthew is the Gospel of the King 

• Written for the purpose of convincing men 
that Jesus of Nazareth, a true Israelite was 
God’s promised and anticipated Messiah 

• Starts with the nativity of Jesus

• Document a person’s lineage  

• Unifying link between major 
historical figures  

• Christ was Jewish with Gentile 
heritage (Tamar- v3, Rahab –v5, 
Ruth-v5, Uriah’s wife, Bathsheba 
v6)

missions to all peoples           
(Matthew 28:19)
