The yoke Jeremiah wore was made of
a wooden bar or bars, tied by leather
thongs to the neck of an ox or other _
work animal. It symbolized submission Jeremiah
and servitude and underlined the
prophet’s urgent call to Judah and the
surrounding nations to submit to
Babylon. The false prophet Hananiah
broke the wooden voke. Jeremiah
then forged an iron yoke and
announced that Hananiah would die
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within the year. His subsequent death
both judged the false prophet and
authenticated Jeremiah as God’s _
messenger. Yet even with this proof, Jeremiah
the leaders and people of Judah
refused to respond.
